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The Characteristics of Women’s Development
—Puberty and Menstruation—

The purpose of this paper is to discuss the characteristics of women’s development,
especially focusing on puberty and menstruation.

At first, it is said that one of the most important developmental characteristics of
women is the onset of manstruation as a symbol of puberty. The significance of
menstruation for women is discussed.

The next topics are menstrual education in schools and families. The author discusses
the problems of the educational situation and the psychological influences of education
referring to her own studies in Japan and some surveys by other authors.

The following topics are the psychology of the menarche in adolescent girls, the
psychological influences of the mother’s reaction at menarche, menstrual taboos and the
characteristics of menstrual symptoms in puberty.

Finally, the significance of menstruation in puberty is discussed as the conclusion of

this paper.
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
